	Parental Guidance 


	Remind your child that we measure in cm and m. Show them a ruler and tape measure. Look and compare a cm to a m.
Measure 5 items (To the nearest cm don’t include mm). Record the lengths. Discuss the order of the objects. Select a couple of objects and compare which are shorter and longer.

	Ask your child to select 5 different objects to measure. Observe and support, where necessary your child measuring and recording the measurement. Can they order the lengths independently? When questioned, can they say which is longer/shorter?
The last sections require two steps in order to complete the questions. Look at the first couple of questions together to check for understanding of how to complete the task.
	Find 5 different sized pens or pencils. Ask your child to put them in order from smallest to biggest. Ask them what they did to work it out? Select three of the pencils and measure them to the nearest cm. Which is the shortest/longest in cm?

	Find 5 different sized cups/mugs/glasses. Ask your child to put them in height order – tallest to shortest. 
The last sections may require some discussion before being attempted. Has your child understood the task? Highlighting key words can help identify what they need to do. Encourage working out and drawings.
	These questions focus on worded problems incorporating addition and subtraction based around length.
Make sure your child reads each of the questions carefully. Check they understand what they have got to do +/-. 

Children find the concept of ‘difference’ challenging. Find two different sized pencils. Put them together and look at the difference in size. Measure each pencil. Explain that they find the difference by measuring how much bigger the longer pencil is to the shorter pencil. Encourage working out and drawings.
